In Quebec, FP  Husqvarnaôs Guy Giroux  logged another impressive ride by finishing 2nd  

overall at the final round of the FMSQ  series held near Sherbrooke.  Girouxôs podium earned 

him enough points to clinch 2010 FMSQ Enduro  Cross Championship  (Quebecôs version 

of Cross Country)  and lock down 2 nd  Overall in the  FMSQ Provincial Championship .  

 

Guy had a great battle with Philippe Chainé  for the majority of the race. A damaged 

radiatior hose on Girouxôs TC 250  in the closing laps cut their battle short with Chainé 

taking the win and Giroux nursing his  bike home  to take 2 nd  place .

Giroux proved once again that he still has what it takes to make the young guns earn their 

keep if they are going to knock him off the podium. In 2010, Guy added 9 FMSQ podiums  

to his already ridiculous list of accomplishments; including 3 Wins .  

 

In the 2010 Canadian Enduro Championship , Giroux finished the year with one  Overall 

Win ,  4 podium  finishes, 3 rd  place in the  E3 Championship  and 5 th  Overall Pro .  

 

Girouxôs partner in chaos, the smoking fast Karine Geoffrion , struggled with the nasty 

mud and roots of the Sherbrooke course to finish 5 th  in the ladies class on her Husqvarna 

WR 144 .   

 

Although the last two races did not go the way she had hoped, Karine had an incredible 

2010 race season that saw her on the podium at nearly  every round. Geoffrion closed out 

the year with 4 Wins  and finished 2 nd  Overall  in the highly competitive Ladies 

Ch ampionship .  

 

Husqvarna Canada would also like to congratulate long - time Husqvarna pilot , Ontarioôs 

Paul  Andratis ,  on his phenomenal 2010 racing season.  Andratis logged solid rides at 

Rounds 5 & 6 of the Canadian Enduro Championship  in Parry Sound  to nail  podiums  in 

the Vet Pro Class  on both days  of the event . Paul soldiered his way through the muck and
