Although Phil Chainé struggled on Day 1 with the rugged mountain terrain and was
relegated to 3" position, the young speedster showed his true grit by overcoming extreme
exhaustion on Day 2 and used his heart and head to take the E1 Win on his Husqvarna

TXC 250.

Quebéc’ Guy Giroux had another tough weekend trying to adapt to the steep climbs and
downhills of the Rockies. Although Giroux was denied podium positions on both days, he
showed once again why he has had such an amazing career by wowing spectators with a
flawless run through the nastiest rock climb of the course in his final run through the
Extreme Test.
